 Thursday, April 24, 2014. I heard it was spittin’ snow this morning. I never 
heard of that before I moved to New Hampshire—“spittin’ snow.” The Inuit have lots of 
words for snow. When you consider how important snow is in the Inuit world, it’s not 
surprising they have a distinctive vocabulary for talking about snow. So, here in New 
England, it was spittin’ snow this morning, and the wind was blowing something fierce.  
 The sign in front of the church says, “And there was LIFE!!! Hallelujah! Christ 
is risen!” I put the message in lime green letters to celebrate the new life that’s starting 
to appear at the tips of bare tree branches, in the sunny corner of the garden, and 
along the edges of the woods where ice and snow still linger side by side with the 
nitrogen-bright green leaves of spring. “Christ is risen!” we said it to one another on 
Easter Sunday morning. “Christ is risen, indeed. Hallelujah!” we answered. Like the 
Inuit people, Christians have distinctive ways of referring to the things that matter most 
to us. 
 “Christ is risen!” the Easter people shout to one another as we arrive for 
sunrise service. We shout it across the sanctuary, across the yard to our neighbor, 
across Main Street. Across the years and across the continents, Christians have 
shouted these words to one another on Easter morning: “Christ is risen!” “Christ is 
risen, indeed. Hallelujah!” 
 It’s one of those ways of speaking that makes a lot of sense to people who 
share the amazing and wonderful story that gave rise to the language. But words like 
this don’t do a thing for many, maybe most, of the people we interact with every day—
people who don’t already feel a warm sense of connection with the Christian story or 
the church. I’ve been thinking about that, wondering what kind of language we could 
use when we want to share the warmth, the kindness, the healing power, the sense of 
belonging we feel in the church, with people for whom the language of church is odd, 
unfamiliar, suspicious.  
 Maybe it’s as simple as saying, “Good morning. I’m really glad to see you this 
morning,” and really meaning it with all our heart. Or maybe, “I heard you talking about 
your son’s knee surgery the other day. How’s he doing?” Or “I’ve been thinking about 
you a lot here lately. How have things been?” and being prepared to listen, really listen 
with open and loving hearts, as that person’s story unfolds.  
 We’re looking for ways to connect with people, without any kind of ulterior 
motive. We’re simply looking for ways of sharing the warmth of God’s love with people 
around us who may not speak the language we’re familiar with. But the language of 
caring is pretty universal. Inuit, Yankee, Christian or atheist—we all need someone to 
show they care; we all respond when someone does. So I’m hoping we can all give 

this a good try. Talk to people; take time to listen; let people know you care; then let 

me know what happens. I’m anxious to hear.

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                                     Su Schott Mission trip to El Salvador 
 
   Going to El Salvador was totally selfish on my part.  Too much time had passed since I had 
been immersed in a Spanish speaking culture, enabling my mind to NOT translate but to 
comprehend.  Good reasons, a mortgage to pay, daughter in college, never the time, nor 
money. 
   When the plans of the mission trip came to my attention at Bishop Brady, there were 20 
plus students interested in the trip as well as parents. The school was already obligated for 
another teacher to go.  I attended some organizational meetings but the quota was filled with 
students and the last thing I wanted to do was replace a student so I bowed out.  I can't 
afford it anyhow I said to myself in order to mitigate my disappointment. 
It was prior to Christmas when I got an email asking if I was still interested.  Due to gang 
violence in the area, some families had opted out.  Also due to security, the decision had 
been made to limit the size of the group.  I became number 24 in a group of the same 
number.  This would be my Christmas present to myself and more. This is when my mission 
education began, fundraising for the supplies to build the house, and to support the mission 
of Epilogos (the NH based organization) in the town of San Jose Villanueva.  My church family, 
I thank you for your donations which made considerable impact.  
    Long story short................ February 20 we left and returned March 1.  With good 
connections it is a long day's travel from Concord, NH to the village in El Salvador.  Upon our 
arrival, we visited the home the students had worked on the prior year.  The students had not 
finished it but now it was complete.  The family had a celebration, the first birthday, of their 
home which they planned to celebrate with this group. The cake alone probably represented 
several days of income.  This was my first indication of the level of gratitude felt by these 
people. 
    We then went to the site where we would build the house this year, and met the family 
and the clerk of the works, Chepe.   He directs the construction of the homes with those who 
come to help. The site barren except a shack, wooden frame covered by black plastic, an 
open water source covered by a  metal roof and a newly constructed latrine in the back of 
the property (but not yet functional.) .  Quick visit and introductions, we would return in the 
morning, 8:00 is the time stated.   We are then off to a restaurant, located in the village 
which literally is the backyard of another family helped by Epilogos.  We shared the 
Salvadoran staple "pupusas".  It is ground corn cooked on a griddle, a thick tortilla.  It can be 
flavored with beans or cheese, or a combination thereof.  It is usually served with a cabbage 
(coleslaw type) condiment which we were told not to partake as it was not cooked, just 
marinated.  This was the mantra of food in El Salvador: "not peeled, not boiled, not eaten"- 
especially by not natives! This was Friday, our first day in El Salvador.  The pollution is 
rampant, trash is everywhere and in the best of intentions, many people burn it and the 
smoke of burning garbage fills the air. I quickly learned to cover my nose with a freshly 
sanitized hand whenever we passed by a water body. 
     Saturday, we arrive late the village and then walk the mile plus to our site but attitudes 
are upbeat.  We have to learn to anticipate the needs of the construction site when it is all 
hand labor, moving 300 lb concrete pillars and leveling them, mixing the concrete to secure 
them into place, physically moving earth and concrete blocks into place as directed by 
Chepe, with plum bob and level.  Before noon it is 90 degrees plus:  the students switch off 

frequently to rest in very limited shade while the Salvadorans

take a water break in 30 seconds and continue on. Part of my job is to watch and see what 
Chepe is doing and to anticipate what he needs next of the manual labor force. We have 
tepid water to drink and you have to drink to keep hydrated. 
    Slowly, but surely, we all learn how to place and level concrete pillars, 3 foot 
cinderblocks which tongue and groove into the pillars.   At the site, we use a tripod to lift 
the cinderblocks and to slide them into place where ladders do not reach. For some students 
the job is interacting with the children. Play games, draw pictures, put on sparkle nail 
polish, all novelties.  Others spent time at a clinic and the local school. All labor is hand, or 
manual labor.  (By the way, "mano" is the Spanish word for hand, for your next trivia 
challenge).   My personal choice is the construction of the home and I try to be there each 
day, although the assignments do vary.  I spend 3 days at the house site:  leaving one 
afternoon (grudgingly) to supervise our students at the school. I so want to see this house 
built!   After day 3, we go into the capital for an educational experience.  It is a lesson of 
the sad recent history of El Salvador and the unfortunate US contribution to it. Upon our 
return, the roof is on the house!  Day five, we finish some half walls and prepared for the 
cement floor which would follow. It, to me, really seemed completed. 
    Somewhere in here, this week was also the experience of Sunday Mass, a 7 mile walk to 
an adjoining town which has no electric facilities but there, we had an amazing lunch at a 
restaurant where they have a cooperative fish hatchery and pond.   I hiked to see Maya 
(actually pre-Maya) hieroglyphs carved into an escarpment long before Columbus set sail for 
the new World.  In this town, Los Naranjos, Epilogos is planning to bring electricity.  The 
government will run the lines to the town and each home.  Epilogos will electrify each home 
with one central light and one outlet. To make this possible, the people of this town have 
literally paved, part of the road to their town.  One stone at a time, on the very steep 
ascent which would otherwise be washed out twice a year by the rains. Cobble stones dug 
from the volcanic earth which abides in and creates El Salvador.  
    The reliance and perseverance of these people is amazing.   I am still processing what I 
experienced there.  The poverty, the pollution, social inequities, the hope, the belief, the 
smiles, and the gratitude for what I consider essential things.   I have been asked many 
times will you go back?  God willing, I will. 
 
Many thanks to the people who made this trip possible.

Added words from Pat Whipple – if you ever get a chance to go on a mission trip, make sure 
you do.  I have been to Puerto Rico 3 times and have been to West Virginia once.  I also 
went to Israel in 2000.  What a rewarding experience.  The group that you go with become 
part of your family and when you each travel home after the trip is over, it is almost like a 
death in the family, as you really miss these people that you have lived with for a week or 

two.
