This is the second in a series of brief summaries about the charitable organizations that the 
First Congregational Church supports through our mission and outreach budget. 

 

Meals on Wheels 
  

Meals on Wheels is a program which is locally managed by the Littleton Area Senior Center (LASC) under the umbrella of 
the Grafton County Senior Citizens Council (GCSCC).  The GCSCC had its origins in Lebanon in 1972, and today oversees 
eight senior centers throughout Grafton County, with a total budget of approximately $3.5 million.  Dedicated 
volunteers deliver tasty, nutritious meals to frail and home-bound seniors and disabled persons five days a week, plus 
frozen meals for weekend and holiday consumption.   In addition to the nutrition component, the volunteer visits afford 
a daily wellness and safety check on each client.  For the fiscal year ending September 30, 2017, the LASC furnished 
33,487 meals, which includes congregate meals served at the center.  In Littleton, 120 volunteers ς many of whom are 
home-delivered meals drivers and kitchen and dining room staff - logged 11,092 volunteer hours.  A total of 792 
residents of the service area (Littleton, Bethlehem, Franconia, Sugar Hill, Easton, Lisbon, Landaff, Lyman, and part of 
Monroe) received services through one or more programs in 2017.   Beyond its nutrition responsibilities, LASC buses 
made 5,279 trips in 2017, and the center logged 865 social services contacts, which include services provided by 
ServiceLink counselors.  Other volunteer roles include reception and office support; managing classes and clubs: 
custodial support; serving on the senior center advisory council; data entry; gardening; miscellaneous maintenance 
projects; and, importantly, fundraising activities. While the GCSCC receives modest funding from Grafton County 
government and town appropriations, it is a private non-profit corporation which relies very heavily on individual donor 
support; foundation, corporate and designated gifts; estate gifts; and grant 
opportunities.

¢ƘŜ ά5ƛƴƴŜǊ .Ŝƭƭέ community meal program, in its current configuration, appears to 
date back to the early 1990s.   The meal is served at 5:00 p.m. on Tuesdays, from the 
Tuesday after Labor Day through mid-June of the following year, at All Saints 
Episcopal Church.  There is no charge for the meal, and the diners tend to be a pretty 
eclectic group. Typically, between 65 and 85 meals are served, to include some take-
out and volunteer meals.  Churches and other community organizations take turns hosting the meal; in addition to our 
church, this ȅŜŀǊΩǎ ǊƻǎǘŜǊ ƛƴŎƭǳŘŜǎΥ  All Saints Episcopal Church, The White Mountain School, St. Rose of Lima Roman 
Catholic Church, Copper Cannon Camp,  NFI  North, Daughters of the American Revolution, First United Methodist 
Church, Littleton Rotary Club, Littleton Elks Club, Littleton Lions Club, Littleton Regional Hospital, AHEAD, Lisbon 
Regional School Jr. Honor Society, Order of the Eastern Star, and the Lopes family.  The First Congregational Church 
typically hosts five meals each year, plus collaborating on the Thanksgiving meal, and some church members volunteer 
year-round.  In addition, we typically contribute some cash - $200 this year - toward supplies such as aluminum foil, 
plastic wrap and take-out/leftover containers.  New volunteers and food donations are always welcomed. Judy Oleary
